In order to ensure their safety, we ask that each volunteer undergo a volunteer screening.  Simply follow the steps to become a Horton’s Kids volunteer and make a difference in a child’s life!  Please note you do NOT have to have the paperwork complete in order to attend an orientation!
1. Grab a pen.  Fill out the Application and the Child Protection Registration (CPR) Form:

2. Ask your doctor for a TB test OR if you have a current TB test (within the past two years), we can accept a letter from your doctor with the date of your test.
